1. To be held March 7-March 13, 2010 in Kreuth, Germany.

2. For four-year-old horses—Open to all breeds—see the current NRHA Hand-
book for information on how the age of horse is determined.

3. NRHA COMPETITION LICENSE: All horses competing in NRHA approved
competitions are required to have an NRHA competition license upon enter-
ing, including the NRHA European Futurity. A completed NRHA competition li-
cense application, copy of breed registration papers (or pictures for grade
horses), and license fee must accompany the entry nomination if not previously
applied for. Entries will not be accepted and will be returned if received with-
out a license application for horses not already licensed and applicable late
nomination fees will be assessed. A photocopy of the breed registration pa-
pers must accompany application for registered horses. For non-registered
horses, photographs showing full left and right sides and full front and back
views, specifically showing all marks of identification, must be submitted with
the application. Owners are required to be members of NRHA prior to complet-
ing the licensing process. If current year membership has not been paid, com-
plete a membership application and return it with the competition license
application. (Refer to the membership requirements in the current NRHA
Handbook or at www.nrha.com.)

4. Owners and riders must be members of the NRHA. All riders must have in-
dividual memberships. (Refer to the membership requirements in the current
NRHA Handbook.) Owners may enter more than one horse. Riders may ride no
more than three horses per futurity class.

5. All added monies will be expressed in US dollars. All other fees will be ex-
pressed in Euros with the conversion rate to be established on January 15, 2010.
6. The show retainage for the NRHA European Futurity will be 50% in addition
to the standard 5% show fee deduction.

7. PAYMENT OF FEES: Complete payment information will be included on the
entry form. It is the owner’s responsibility to make the entry on or before the
due date. Show Management will not be responsible for entries not received by
the due date or lost in the mail. An entry check returned due to insufficient
funds will constitute an incomplete entry. Failure to pay applies to the rider,
owner, or agent for any unpaid debts related to the entry, exhibition, showing,
stalling, or any related fee of an entry at an approved NRHA event. Agent is de-
fined as anyone who acts and/or signs on the behalf of an owner or rider (see
General Rules and Regulations, F. Failure to pay in the current NRHA Handbook).
8. REFUNDS: There will be no refunds for horses entered but dropped or
scratched for any reason. If an entry payment is paid in advance, the payment
is non-refundable after the payment has been processed.

9. SUBSTITUTION/TRANSFER OF ENTRY: There are no substitutions of
horses/entries for any reason.

10. SCRATCHES: The show secretary must be notified if an entry will be
scratched. If the scratched entry has a balance due, that amount must still be
paid. Do not at any time stop payment of entry fees or late fees.

11. CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP: An entered horse may change ownership and
retain entry status under the new owner provided that the transfer of the NRHA
Competition License is complete and the new owner is a member of the Na-
tional Reining Horse Association.

12. JUDGES’ FEE: The Judges fee of 140€/70€ is due at the time entry is made.
13. JUDGES: There will be five judges placed at different points in the arena:

the high score and the low score will be eliminated with only the total of the
remaining three scores used to determine the final score. These judges will be
selected from the approved NRHA Judges list. A pre check will be utilized.

14. PAYEE: Prize money will be paid to the owner as recorded in the NRHA
database at the start of the event or designated agent. Taxes may be deducted
as national laws dictate. If the horse is transferred during the show, the previ-
ous owner and the new owner must complete an Authorization of Prize Money
Payment Form.

15. RIDER DESIGNATION: Riders for horses entered in the Open Futurity must
be designated no later than February 19, 2010 by sending in the Open Rider
Designation coupon. POSTMARKS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED. If the Open Rider
Designation coupon is not received by February 19, the rider will be indicated
as “Rider Not Designated.” If the rider is not designated by February 19, NRHA
is not responsible for draw positions closer than the conditions specify. For the
Futurity go rounds, the Open draw will separate horses with a common rider
by at least eight horses or highest number possible. The Non Pro draw will sep-
arate horses with a common rider or owner by at least eight horses or high-
est number possible.

16. TIES: In the event of a tie in a finals, the tie-breaking procedures as out-
lined in the current year NRHA Handbook will be used to break the tie.

17. RIGHT TO CANCEL: Entries are received subject to the right of the NRHA
Executive Committee to refuse the entry, or a transfer of the entry, without no-
tice to the subscriber. Acceptance of the entry is based on the representations
made on the entry form. Decisions of the Executive Committee will be final.
Riders are responsible to know and adhere to eligibility requirements for
NRHA events. A rider who enters an event or division in which he/she is inel-
igible, will forfeit all winnings and entry fees to the NRHA, and be subjected
to disciplinary action by the NRHA Board of Directors for unsportsmanlike
conduct as set forth in the current NRHA Handbook. The rider is responsible
for the entry information regardless of whether the form is completed by the
agent or owner. The Show Management reserves the right to cancel this event
without notice at any time prior to the contest without liability, but in such
event will return all entry money to the payee. Interest earned on all fees is
the property of show management.

18. NRHA RULES: will apply unless specifically deleted or altered. These rules
and conditions are subject to change by action of the NRHA Board of Directors.
19. SHOW MANAGEMENT: reserves the right to discipline any person that it
concludes has abused or permitted abusive behavior against a horse, or en-
gaged in unsportsmanlike conduct toward show management, judges or ex-
hibitors. Discipline may include official warning, elimination from competition
or any other action deemed appropriate by the show management.

20. Switching from the Open Futurity to the Non Pro Futurity: After February
5 but by 5pm two days prior to the first go round, any entry may switch from
the Open Futurity to the Non Pro Futurity. That entry will then be placed in a
group to precede the regular draw in the order that they were received. The dif-
ference in entry fee will not be refunded. 500€ will be left in the Open purse
and 500€ will be moved to the Non Pro purse.

21. Switching from the Non Pro Futurity to the Open Futurity: After February
5 but by 5pm two days prior to the first go round, any entry may switch from
the Non Pro Futurity to the Open Futurity by paying the difference between the
two entry fees and one 200€ penalty. That entry will then be placed in a group
to precede the regular draw in the order that they were received. There will be
no refunds. The entire amount of the entry fee will be moved to the Open
purse as well as the 200€ penalty, which will be added to the Open purse.

Entries by fax and/or mail shall be binding. Entries and stable reservations will not be handled before receipt of payment.

Participation

Entries will not be considered unless forms are completely filled in and received by the organizer in due time, accompanied by horse documentation (AQHA, APHA,
etc.)including NRHA Competiton License, a copy of the valid NRHA membership card (presenter and owner), and evidence of payment of all fees. Permission to take
part will not be given unless a valid membership card of the NRHA is presented on the day of the event, regardless of whether a membership card exists and is valid
at the time of the event.

Withdrawal and Non-participation

The entry fees, in principle, will not be reimbursed if a participant calls off after entry. Upon submission of a veterinary report (specialist in horses), up to 50 % of the
entry fee may be reimbursed, but only up to one week before the beginning of the event. Entry fees become due for payment also in case of non-participation and may
be called in even after the end of the event, if necessary.

Changes
The organizer reserves the right to change the invitation up to the closing date for entries, to relocate (postpone) the event upon agreement with NRHA, or to cancel it,
returning any stakes made, if circumstances so require.

Recognition of organizer's conditions
With the entry and coming into the grounds of the organizer, every participant and horse owner shall submit to the organizer's instructions and orders and recognize
the rules of the NRHA.

Doping tests:

The treatment of horses with foreign substances or drugs, that are not allowed according to the doping laws of Germany, are prohibited. All horses are subject to
testing during the NRHA European Futurity. Upon discovery of the existence of prohibited surgery or injection of foreign substances or drugs, the horse will be
disqualified immediately. Paid prize money has to be paid back and/or special prizes have to be given back to the Eventomania.

Ribbon presentation: Price money will be paid only if the rider shows up at the ribbons presentation with the horse. The

price money checks have to be picked up after the ribbons presentation or before the lunch break of the following day at the

show office. The checks have to be cashed in six month after the NRHA European Futurity 2010, after which they expire. Price money paid for horse not in German
ownership, are subject to tax deduction for price money according to the German tax law.

Payment of prizes and Reimbursements

The organizer is entitled to deduct any outstanding financial commitments of participants and horse owners. For foreign horse owners, this applies also to the
withholding tax according to § 50 a, para 4 of the Income Tax Law. After deduction of the VAT from the prize money, the following withholding tax rates will be due: 0 %
upto 250 €, 10 % up to 500 €, 15 % up to 1.000 €, 20 % above 1.000 €, plus 5.5 % solidarity surcharge on the amount of the withholding tax. The tax deduction will
have to be confirmed, if requested. Those foreign participants who are exempt from tax deduction are asked to submit a notice of nonliability for tax together with the
application for entry, or on the first day of the event, at the latest. Participants themselves are responsible for the complete and proper indication of all the necessary
data. Foreign currencies will not be accepted. Every rider himself is responsible for his starting.

Place of jurisdiction
The place of jurisdiction shall be Ingolstadt. Disputes shall be decided by the courts having competence for the place of business of the Eventomania.
